Mr, Zhang Yuanji and the United Public Library

Mr. Zhang Yuanji (1867—1959) was one of the key founders of the Commer
—cial Press, an enthusiastic patron of library service, and a man who contributed
a great lot to the preservation and calling attention to old rare Chinese books, In
1939 he cooperated with Mr Ye Jingkui (1874—1949) and other koown {figures to
establish the United Public Library which took up as its aim the preservation and
processing of classical Chinese books. Mr Gu Tinglong (prescnt director of Shan-
ghai Library) was then invited as secretary to plan for the general transactions,
