Confucius was a great Chinesc ancient ideologist and educationist. }-Ie was also the first -expert of
sorting out documents in Chinese history. Confucian idea on bibliography produced in sorting out docu-
ments. which, involved much bibliographical work. It includes the document collection idea of ".in-cor~
porating things of diverse nature” , the document screening idea of ”ne taking of ghosts and Gods” , the
document revealing idea of "no blurred” and "speaking authors’ meaning”, and the order of arrange-
ment idea of " putting into differen: categories”. When Confucius revised ”Six Classics” . he used 4 or-
ders of arranérnent, by logics by regions. by time sequences, and by ancestors first and clans after-

wards. In a sense, Confucius was the vriginator of three —level classified catalogue,

The word of Bibliography is of long-standing. The first special bibliography” Bing Lu”, the first
summary bibliography ”Bie Lu” . & the first national bibliography 7 Qi Lu” appearéd in the Han Dy-
nasty. On this basis, three systems of Official Bibliography, History bibliography and private bibliog-
r;&phy formed; the narrative, biographical and compiling systems for cataloguing produced and over ’
2000 bibliographers and 4000 works emerged. In order to develop document resources and strengihen

information service. we should impel our bibliography work to develop continuously.

China was in effect one of the 15 founding members of International Federation of Library Asso-
ciations before 50 years. 1n January of 1928 the Board of Directors of the Library Association of Chi-
" na informed that Dr. T. C. Tai, lJbrariian Tsing Hua College, as chief delegate (and Mr. T. L. Yuan,
associated director, Metropolitan Library, Peking, and so on)have béen appointed to attend the First
Plenary Session of the Library and Bibliographical Committee held in Rome. In 1932 Mr. T. L. Yuan
by then the librarian of the National Library in Peking, representing the Chinese Library Association,
attended the 5th Session. In 1975 meeting Mr. C. P. Wong gave a summary of the work of the Li-
brary Association of China. Mr. Yu ,Houo-Joei was the representative at the 1936 meeting. After this
there was no Chinese delegates attending the meeting for a few years. In 1981, the People’ s Republic
of China was returned to membe: ship of IFLA. China sent Ding. Zhigang, deputy director of National
Library of China and vice—préside:nt of a council of China Society of Library Science, as represeglative

to the meeting. i was indeed very inspiring. The membership of China is a very active one. There is
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already an informal proposal on the table for IFLA to meet in China in 1996.

The paper were composed of two short articlés that translated from ” 1989 RITANNICA BOOK
OF THE YEAR”. ’

The former introduced the activitys carried out by Unesco for developing the world library under-
taking. e.g. attempting to replace the NATIS (National Information System) by UNISIST (World Sys-
tem of Information in Science and Technology) ; laid down and implemented the ” Major Pragramme
VIl Information system and Access to Knowledge” , to strengthened regional information networks,
such as ASTINFO in Asia and the Pacific and INFOLAC in Latin America, the Caribbean, and the
Atab states.

The latter mainl§ introduced the important trend of the library in the U. S. in 1988. e. g. public li-
brary circulation in the U.S. rosed 6. 3%. from 1986 to 1987. Children librarians began to develop
positive pragrams, such as tutoring, fof the growing number of ”latchkey” children of working parents
left in their care. Rights to Dewey Decimal Classification products were acquired by the Online Com-
puter Library Center, which was to develop new computer-based applications of this most widely used

classification system.
