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ABSTRACT The author provides a definition for volunteer, and classifies volunteer services into organized and non-
organized ones. Library volunteers were introduced into China in 2001. They can solve the problem of human resource
shortage, promote interaction between libraries and readers and help volunteers to realize their values. In this paper, the
author propoees some recommendations for the future development of library volunteer services, such as finding suitable
positions,, providing good study conditions, providing exchange opportunities and providing opportunites for volunteers to
