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An Index System for Evaluating Children Reading Promotion Programs
in Public Libraries

ABSTRACT Reading promotion is one of the important ways to cultivate children’s reading habits and interest. The study aims
to explore how to evaluate the effectiveness and impact of children’s reading promotion programs held in public libraries. On the
basis of related research, the study builds a multi-dimension index system for children’s reading promotion programs from librar-
ies, user perception and social perspectives through applying Delphi method and analytic hierarchy process. The index system is
characterised by covering input-output and outcome-impact evaluation indexes, and by its emphasis on the indexes of library in-
put participant benefit.
