Mojo had collected several versions of such texts and read manuscripts from diff-
erent sources ”in order to offer some processed source material to researchers.” He
maintzined that “Doing research is like mountain—climbing, even though the forer-
unners had done their bert to open up the way, the posterity has always to ascend
