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ABSTRACT Modemn Chinese libraries emerged with the combination of Western library thoughts
and ancient Chinese private libraries. Library journals in early modern China emerged to meet the
needs of new-styled libraries and library science, and played important roles in the dissemination and
research of advanced library thoughts, library theories and practices, and the development of modern
librarianship.
