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ABSTRACT  Social forces for library operation emerged at the beginning of the new millennium. They have four
patterns: independently establishing and operating libraries; donating money and books to support libraries; cooperating
with public libraries; and volunteer services. They are supplementary to the development of public library and the
guarantee of cultural rights of the citizens. The author proposes a way of “private organizations supporting publicly-run
libraries, and public organizations supporting private libraries”. Social forces for library development will cause a new
library movement with Chinese characteristics.
