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ABSTRACT Based on combing American library foundations” prime power and auxiliary power
charitable culture and tax concessions, the authors analyze American library foundations’ sustainable mechanisms of funding
libraries, which includes cooperating with local authorities, selecting suitable partners, and clarifing responsibilities and
accountabilities in agreements.
