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The Motivation of Adolescents’ Social Reading; A Case Study of
Middle School Students’ Reading via WeChat in Shanghai

ABSTRACT Drawing on the traditional Reading Motivation Scale and new findings about digital reading motivation, the
paper explored the motivation dimensions of adolescents’ social reading from the case study of the middle school students’
reading via WeChat in Shanghai. Based on questionnaire survey, this study indicates, 1) the social reading motivation is a
multi-dimension construct including three categories and six dimensions. They are Intrinsic Motivation, Socializing Motiva-
tion and Goals for Achievement respectively; 2) Socializing Motivation is more important than the two other categories in
terms of accounting for the variance, and socialization, as an independent dimension, not only refers to facilitating the so-
cialization through the offline world but also means promoting the socialization through the virtual community; 3) there are
several different groups of students who have distinctively different motivational profiles, and there are statistically signifi-
cant grade and area differences for the overall social reading motivation and some of the dimensions. 4 tabs. 82 refs.
